
Charity Hoop Tournament Rules

be kind and respectful.  We’ll try to keep the rules simple here, but we do need to clarify how 

the tournament will be played.

Game Format 
Time: 20 minutes (continuous run time) 

Scoring: 1 pointers and 2 pointers (for a 3 pt shot) 

Fouls:  5 team foul limit (then 1 free throw per foul) 

 

Other notes: 

- Losers’ outs 

- Call your own fouls (keep it cool!) 

- Use “mediator” when there is a disagreement 

- Substitute only allowed on dead ball 

- No time outs 

- Tie leads to sudden death (next score wins) 

- Verify your score with the score keeper 

- Tournament director has final say on all rules 

 

 

Friday Night Games 
Each game will be followed by a 10 minute break before the next game begins.  Since there are 

more teams than courts, some teams will be off until the next round (see the master schedule 

for when your team plays).  Each team will play at least 3 games throughout the night.  Your 

scores and results will be recorded to determine seeding for the elimination tournament on 

Saturday. 

 

Saturday Night Games 
Teams will be seeded based on their results from Friday night.  This will be a single elimination 

tournament (unless we get more/less than 16 teams).  In case we have over 16 teams the 

lowest seeded teams will play a wildcard game to determine the final spots on the 16 team 

bracket.  Once we reach the final four teams, we will allow one time out per game during the 

semi-final and championship game.
